CHANGES TO CONTACT AND MEDICAL INFORMATION
May we politely remind parents and guardians 
of the importance of keeping us updated on 
any changes to personal information for both 
your child and all the emergency contacts 
provided to the nursery. This includes contact 
phone numbers and addresses. If you move 
house please provide evidence to the school 
offi ce, such as a utility bill or council tax bill 
(dated within the last 3 months) so that your 
child’s record can be updated. This is essential 
for the safeguarding of the children in our care.

It is also very important to keep us updated with 
any changes to medical information including:

• Change of doctors surgery

• Changes to medical conditions and dietary 
 requirements. This includes allergies, 
 intolerances and any such instances where 
 your child is no longer affected by an 
 intolerance previously advised

• Changes to any regular medications 
 administered.

YEAR R ADMISSIONS

If your child was born between 1st 
September 2020 and 31st August 2021, they 
will be eligible to start school in the school 
year beginning September 2025.

Applications for YR will open on 
1st November 2024 and must be 
submitted by 15th January 2025.
