MEASLES VACCINATION

As you may be 
aware, in a bid to 

prevent a rise in measles 
cases similar to that seen 

in October 2023 with children 
returning to school, the UK Health 

Security Agency (UKHSA) has issued an urgent 
call to parents to ensure their children catch up 

on missed vaccinations before they head to the 
classroom, as UKHSA scales up the Childhood 
Immunisation Marketing Campaign across 
England amid fears of a further surge in measles 
cases as the new term begins.
Please can we remind all parents to ensure that 
their children’s vaccinations are up to date, 
helping to protect them and others.

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Your child came home with a Bag 2 School 
collection bag recently. Please have a sort 
through your cupboards over the next week 
and donate any unwanted, good quality 
clothing, paired shoes, hats, belts, handbags, 
ties and soft toys.
